This weekend we have a reading from 
Jeremiah and he is recounting the long 
line of bad kings in Israel’s history.  
These bad Kings were probably upright 
men who took an office that corrupted 
their values. Power and riches can cor-
rupt the best. I really believe most Wash-
ington politicians begin their tenure with goodness of heart 
but what happens to them. To retain their office, they must 
do things they never dreamed they had to do, and power 
corrupts. At the time of Jeremiah, the Kings have been less 
than desirable, even evil for 300 years since the time of the 
second King in Israel’s history…David. 
 

 Jeremiah reminds the people of the reign of David 

this weekend and how God will raise one up in his line to 

shepherd His people…of course that is Jesus. Why David?  

If you know David, he was an adulterer and murderer of a 

great friend. When David was bad he was awful. The dif-

ference between David and the worst kings, was that Da-

vid knew he was bad. He was repentant and sorry for his 

actions.  He was loyal to God. When David was good he 

was the best, and God honored that. David was still pun-

ished severely by God for his actions, but he was forgiven.  

Let us understand that whatever we have done in our life 

is not beyond the forgiveness of God. We just offer our 

humble contrition and turn from our ways and we can be 

fine with God.

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The logo in its entirety takes on the shape of a cross, the 
source of our salvation. On the bottom of the cross, there’s 
an anchor. The anchor is a symbol of Saint Clement. It is 
also a symbol of hope. The dove breaking forth from the 
beam of the cross, represents the power of the Holy Spirit 
and is connected with both Holy Name of Jesus and            
St. Dominic. The flame that rises from the bottom of the 
cross is a connection with the Archdiocese of Milwaukee, 
which also uses the image in its logo 
and refers us to the power of the Holy 
Spirit welling up from within us. The 
star on the top beam of the cross is an 
image associated with  St. Dominic, and 
represents being a light in the midst of 
darkness. Finally the blue color con-
nects us to the love and intercession of 
our Blessed Mother Mary.
