reported at least 48 species of birds
and other wildlife from their yards
and walks in the neighborhood.
In the list above, I've given them
credit only for the 13 bird species
not seen by me.
More than a dozen wildlife pic-

tures were added to the website
during November. The photo gal-
leries, monthly birda lists cumu-
lated, and pictures of most of the
above species are on my website:

Yellow-rumped Warbler (Setophaga coronata) - our most frequently-seen win-
ter warbler, and one that can be challenging to identify due to wide variation
in plumage. With the brownish coloring, we can identify this bird as a young
female. Bright yellow feathers at the base of the spine give the species its name,
and are usually seen as the bird flies away. Regrettably, the brightest feathers
are not visible in this picture.
