Our data protection team is available at 

dataprotection@rosen-group.com , our data protection Officer at cdpo@rosen-group.com  

 

You have the follow ing rights against us w ith regard to personal data concerning your person:  

 

 Right for information: 

According to article 15 of EU-GDPR you’re entitled to ask w hat personal data are being stored 

at us, w hat the purpose of the processing is, w hat categories of personal data are being 

processed, to w hich recipients or categories of recipients your personal data are disclosed, 
w hat the duration of the data processing is or if  not determined precisely w hat the criteria for 

a storage duration are, your rights in regard of correction, erasure and limitation of processing 

of your personal data, your right to complain about the data processing at the responsible data 

protection authority and if not raised personally from you the source w here the personal data 

of you w ere raised as w ell as if  automated decision making applies. 

 

 Right to correction or deletion: 
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If  you’re personal data are w rong, according to article 16 of EU-GDPR you’re entitled to  

request a correction of your personal data.  

 

 Right for Erasure: 

According to article 17 of EU-GDPR you’re entitled to request deletion of your personal data. 

 

 Right to limitation of processing: 

According to article 18 of EU-GDPR you’re entitled to request a limitation of the processing so 

far if  the legitimacy of the processing is doubtful. 

 

 Right to data transferability: 

According to article 20 of EU-GDPR you’re entitled to request that you receive your personal 

data in a structured, common and machine readable data format in order to transfer them 

tow ards another responsible person. 

 

 Right to disagree the processing: 

According to Article 21 of EU-GDPR and depending on the specif ic situation, you’re entitled 

to disagree against processing of your personal data at any time.  

 

 Right to complain 
You are entitled to complain at a data protection supervisory authority about the processing 

of your personal data in our company, such as the data protection supervisory authority 

responsible for us, in accordance w ith Art. 77 EU-GDPR:
