HUSKY MASCOT STATUE

Background Information:

The Patterson Mill Middle/High School PTSA is requesting approval to purchase and
install a bronze Husky statue, to include a customized plaque commemorating the graduating
classes of 2010-2020, on the grounds of Patterson Mill Middle/High School (PMMHS). The
statue will be an impressive symbol of the school’s mascot and will be enjoyed by alumni and
students for many years.

Discussion:

The work of this project will be performed by a licensed contractor. The project will be
funded entirely by the Patterson Mill Middle/High School PTSA. The work will be managed by
PMMHS staff members. Observation and inspection will be performed by the HCPS Facilities
Department and the Harford County Government’s Department of Inspections, Licenses and
Permits to ensure compliance with codes and standards.

All of the necessary documentation has been submitted and reviewed by the appropriate
school system staff, with comments through the Assistant Superintendent for Operations, as
required by school system procedures. The cost associated with this project is $15,000.00.

Superintendent’s Recommendation:

The Superintendent of Schools recommends that the Board of Education approve the
request by the Patterson Mill Middle/High School PTSA to purchase and install a Husky statue
on the grounds of PMMHS. The estimated cost for the project at the PMMHS is $15,000.00.
