to do so! It was such a special moment in the story of Riverside High School.

Lastly, while I am so proud of and grateful for the efforts of our entire community this year, I am
eager to return to normal. We anticipate having all students in the building five days a week in the
fall. I ask all families to take steps to ensure your students are fully vaccinated for COVID-19 by the
start of school on August 11th as recommended by the CDC and our local health department. This is
the best way to ensure a safe, consistent school year without interruptions for quarantines or
illness.
