B Early Learning Quality Advancement — Our
training, technical assistance, and consultation
services to help child care providers gain knowledge,
build skills, and improve the quality of their services
to better promote children’s overall well-being and
school readiness.

B Early Head Start-Child Care Partnership — Our
federally-funded program that provides full-day, full-
year child care with comprehensive health, mental
health, and family support services for infants and
toddlers whose families are living at the poverty level.

B Child & Adult Care Food Program — Our federally-
funded program that promotes good nutrition by
providing food subsidies and training to child care
programs serving children from low-income families.
