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REPORT: VACCINATIONS AND TRAVEL RESTRICTIONS

What you need to know
July 2021

Whilethey have yet to become a mandatory condition of travel, a traveler’s vaccination status is
increasingly being usedto determine whichtravel restrictions they are subjectto and which services and
amenities they can access attheir destination. This report summarizes howsome countries are associating
vaccination status with an easing of travel restrictions. Click on the region below to access the relevant
content.

Africa

Mauritius

Sincemid-July2021, any non-vaccinated travelers arriving in Mauritius have had to undertake a mandatory
14-day quarantinein a hotelroom.! This must be booked before departing for Mauritius. Fully vaccinated
travelers maytakea 14-day “resortbubble” holidayin the country. Subjectto a negative PCR test result
duringtheir stay, vaccinated travelers mayalso leave their hotel and travel aroundtheisland.

All travelers, with or withouta vaccination, musttake a PCR test between five and seven days before
departure, take another PCRteston arrivaland on days seven and 14 whilein theirresortor in a
quarantine hotel.

Tunisia
From thestartof June 2021, fully-vaccinated travelers, as well as those who have tested positive for

COVID-19 atleastsix weeks before departure, nolonger neededto quarantine for seven days or provide a
negative PCRtest result.? Travelers must be able to prove they have been fullyvaccinated, however.

Asia
Cambodia

Cambodia’s governmentis studying the feasibility of allowing vaccinated tourists from low -risk markets to
enter the country bythefourth quarter of 2021. Atthis early stage, it's unclear if vaccinated arrivals with still
be subjectto 14-day quarantines.

China

Chinanow accepts U.S.travelers inoculated with American-made vaccines, including those made by
Johnson &Johnson, Modernaand Pfizer.3 The Chinese Embassyin the U.S. issued a notice on April 21,

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2021, allowing U.S. passengers vaccinated with American-made non-inactivated vaccines to departfrom
Dallas and enter mainland China. Passengers must be fully-vaccinated before departure.

Hong Kong

From May 2021, fully-vaccinated people coming from a handful of low-risk countries including Australia,
New Zealand and Singapore had their mandatory hotel quarantine shortened from 14 to seven days.*

Nepal

Travelers visiting Nepal must provide a negative COVID-19 PCR test or provide evidence of being fully
vaccinated.” However, itis advisable for everyone to still get a PCR negative reportfrom a testtaken within
72 hours, astheairline orsome countries may require this.

Thailand

The Tourism Authority of Thailand (TAT) confirmed Phuket as the first destination in Thailandto reopen to
vaccinated foreign visitors without quarantine requirements from July 1,2021.¢

Europe

European Union

The European Unionintroduced the EU Digital COVID Certificate to facilitate the safe free movement of EU
citizens within the EU duringthe pandemic.” The scheme launched officially on July 1,202 1. At this stage,
regulations supportthe use of the new certificates for 12 months, i.e., until June 30,2022.

So thattravel restrictions may belifted in a coordinated manner, all EU Member States mustacceptthe EU
Digital COVID Certificate. Certificate holders will be exemptfrom any restrictions on free movement,
although countries may retain some restrictions if justified to safeguard public health. The EU Digital
COVID Certificateis used by all 27 EU Member States, while non-EU countries Iceland, Liechtenstein,
Norway and Switzerland may also participate.

The certificate provides digital evidence thata person has either:

e Been fullyvaccinated against COVID-19
e Receiveda negative testresult
e Recoveredfrom COVID-19

Croatia

EU citizens, aswell asnon-EU citizens, who have either recovered, been vaccinated (AstraZeneca,
Gamaleya, Moderna, Pfizer or Sinopharm) or have a negative PCR or EU-approved antigen testresult, may
enter Croatia.8 If a traveler presents a vaccination certificate, they must have received their second vaccine
dosemorethan 14 days beforetravel.

OnJuly 26,2021, Croatiatemporarily revoked the right of fully-vaccinated or recovered visitors arriving
from Cyprus, Russiaandthe U.K.to enter the country without a negative test result. They mustnow also
presenta negative resultfrom a antigen testtaken notmorethan 48 hours beforearrival, or fromaPCR

Cyprus

Tourists from 65 countries may visit Cyprus without quarantine, if holding an EU Digital COVID Certificate
(proof of vaccination) or presenta negative resultfrom a COVID-19 PCRtest notolder than three days. '°

Denmark

From May 11,2021, Denmark made entry easier for travelers arriving from EU or Schengen Area countries, if
they arefully vaccinated.! Further easing of restrictions is linked to Denmark’s own vaccination program.
From May 14, when Denmark expected to have given a firstvaccine doseto all vulnerable citizens, itaimed
to allow unrestricted travel from more countries. With the introduction of the EU COVID Digital Certificate,
Denmark allowsanyone holding such a certificate to enter the country without quarantine.

Estonia

Travelers entering Estonia who have been vaccinated abroad can prove this by presenting a vaccination
certificate.’? It mustinclude (written in the Latin or Slavic alphabet - in Estonian, Russianor English) the
personal data of theindividual vaccinated; the disease againstwhichthe individual was immunized; the
timeat which thevaccinewas administered; andthe exactname ofthevaccine, batchnumber, the dose
administrated andthe number of doses administrated to the individual .

Finland

OnJuly 26,2021, Finland reopened its borders for vaccinated travelers worldwide.'? Arrivals from Russia,
Turkey, the U.K. and U.S. remain banned until August 22. Visitors must still presenta Vaccine Passporton
arrival,indicating receipt of thefinal vaccine dose atleast 14 days earlier. Finland has so far approved six
vaccines: AstraZeneca, CoronaVac, Johnson & Johnson, Moderna, Pfizerand Sinopharm. Anyone arriving
unvaccinated or part-vaccinated must provide a negative resultfrom a PCR testand be tested again on day
three orfive of their visit.

France

France was preparingto easetravel restrictionsfor vaccinated travelers and for anyone whohas tested
negative for COVID-19."4 The easing will apply to European Union (EU)andthird country travelers,andin
particularthe U.S.

From July21,2021, usingthe pass sanitairehas been obligatory for visits to leisure and culture venues,
such as concerthalls, sportshalls, cinemas and amusement parks, where morethan 50 are gathered. " It's
alsorequired on anyships with accommodation. Usingthe 7ousAntiCovidtrack andtrace app (or paper
certificates), people may access these venues by demonstrating they have been fully-vaccinated.
Otherwise, they will need to presenta negative RT-PCR or antigen resultfrom atestnotolderthan 48
hours or evidence of recovery from COVID-19.In other words, if not fully-vaccinated, most people will have
to testevery 48 hours.

From the start of August, the government plansto abolish the 50-person threshold and extend the use of
pass sanitaireto cafes, restaurants, shopping centers, hospitals, as well as for travel by air, rail andlong-

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distance bus. Other situations may be added at a later date.

Use ofthe health pass has been delayed untilthe end of Augustfor peopleaged 12to 17 andemployees
at the affected establishments, to give them time to have their firstvaccination.

Germany

Germany allows travelers whohave been fully-vaccinated or have recovered from COVID-19to skip
mandatorytestingand quarantine when enteringthe country.' Theserules do notapplyto passengers
arriving from countries deemed "high-risk,” dueto a high case count of COVID-19infections.

Georgia
Passengerstraveling byair from any country (exceptIndia) may enter Georgiaifthey presentthe validation
confirmingthefull course of any COVID-19 vaccination.'” Arrivals from India, or anyone visiting the country

duringthelast 14 days, must provide a negative resultfrom a PCRtest conducted withinthe 72 hours
beforetheir visit to Georgia, andthen complete a mandatory 14-day quarantine.

Greece

As an alternative to a negative PCR test result, from April 19,2021, travelers arriving in Greecefromthe EU,
Israel, Serbia, the UAE, UK and US could also avoid quarantine by providing proof of having received two
doses ofan approved COVID-19 vaccine.'®

Hungary

Hungarywill seek to conclude a bilateral agreement with other countries which have COVID-19 immunity
certificates.'” Ithas had announcedthatall vaccinated travelers from Serbia and Montenegro would be
permittedto enter oncefullyvaccinated.

Iceland

Iceland had allowed entryto people presenting a vaccination certificate or a certificate of previous
infection, requiringthemonlyto quarantine until a negative result was obtained from testing on-arrival.2° A
negativeresultcould be assumedif no message was received within 24 hours.

From July 27, Icelandic authorities reintroduced the requirement for vaccinated travelers to presenta
negativeresultfrom a PCR or rapid antigen test (RAT) taken within the 72 hours before arrival. The move
followed a recentsurgein COVID-19 infections in Iceland.

Ireland

Passengers arriving fromthe European Union (EU) or European EconomicArea (EEA)in possession of an
EU Digital COVID Certificate (DCC) no longer have to quarantine after entering Ireland.?' Exceptions apply
to travelers wherethe DCCis based on an antigen testor to those who have been in a non-EEA countryin
the 14 days before arrival.

Even withouta DCC, visitors can avoid quarantineif they are able to provide proof of full-vaccination using
a vaccine approved bythe European Medicines Agency (EMA):

e 15daysafterthe second AstraZeneca dose

Fully-vaccinated travelers entering Ireland from the U.K. no longer require travel-related testing or
quarantine. Both canalso be avoided by anyone with valid proof of recovery from COVID-19in the past
180 days.

Arrivals from outside the EU,EEAand U.K. can also avoid testing and quarantineif they are fully vaccinated
orrecoveredfrom COVID-19.Butthese exemptions do notapplyto travelers arriving from countries with
an “emergency brake” (do nottravel advice) applied in the 14 days before arrival.In such cases, fully-
vaccinated travelers will still need to presenta negative resultfrom an RT-PCR testtaken no morethan 72
hours beforearrival, self-quarantine athomefor 14 days andtake a post-arrival test.

ltaly

SinceMay 16,2021, travelers fromthe European Union (EU), U.Kand Israel, have been permittedto visit
ltaly if fully-vaccinated.??

Lithuania

The requirementsfor COVID-19testing and self-isolation will no longer apply for travelers holding a
country-specificvaccination certificate or an international vaccination certificate confirming thatthey have
gonethrough thefull program of COVID-19vaccination.?3

Malta

From June 1, Malta activated a red, amber, green list for people wanting to enter the country.?* For
travelers arriving from an amber country, evidence of afull vaccination (last dose of the vaccine 14 days
earlier or more) can be usedinstead of a negative COVID-19 PCR test certificate, subject to the Digital
Green Certificate being approved and enacted by the European Union.

Montenegro

Travelers can provide proof of a second dose of COVID-19 vaccination administered at least seven before
arrival.?®

Netherlands

From July27,2021, allvaccinated European citizens fromthe European Economic Area and Schengen
Zonehave been allowedto enter the country, regardlessof the infection rates in the country fromwhich
they'rearriving. Thefull vaccine dose musthave been administered atleast 14 days before arrival.

Anytravelers allowedto enter the Netherlands from a high -risk country must still self-isolate for ten days
(reducedif presenting a negative test result on day five), regardless of their vaccination status. 2

Norway

It's possibleto travel freely to Norwayfrom any (EU/EEA) country if travelers are fully vaccinated (for more
than oneweek) or have had COVID-19 in the previous sixmonths and can document this through a

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COVID-19 certificate (for EU/EEA countries linked to the EU-specific system).?” Suchtravelers will nothave
to quarantine, take atest in advance or atthe border, or complete a registration form.

Poland

Poland has easedtravel restrictions for vaccinated travelers. This applies to passengers who have been
vaccinated with one of the EU approved vaccines:

e BioNTech & Pfizer
e Moderna

e AstraZeneca

e Janssen

Romania

Authorities allows travelers whohave been fully vaccinated to enter the country without being subject to
quarantinerestrictions, providingthe second dose has been received 10 days before arrivalin Romania.?®

Spain

From June 2021, European Union citizens holding the EU Digital COVID Certificate have been allowed to
enter Spain withoutbeing subjectto a COVID-19 test or self-isolation.?? In addition, from June 2021 Spain
permitted U.K. travelers to visit the countryto revive the tourism sector.3°

Slovakia

Being vaccinated helps travelers from most European countries enter Slovakia. Butthe conditions are quite
specific. Anyonetakinga mRNAvaccine, such as Moderna or Pfizer, must have received a second dose,
which musthave been administered at leasttwo weeks before arrival. Recipients of vector vaccines, such
as AstraZeneca, need only havereceived thefirstdose, administered atleastfour weeks before arrival.?’

Slovenia

Since April 25, Slovenian authorities have allowed travelers who have been fully vaccinated to enter the
country without being subjectto quarantine restrictions3?.All passengers are allowed entryif they provide a
vaccination certificate as follows:

e Atleast seven days since the second dose of the BioNTech/Pfizer vaccine was taken

e Atleast 14 days since the second dose of the Moderna vaccine was taken

e Atleast 21 days since the first dose of the Vaxzevria/Covishield vaccine by AstraZeneca was taken

e Atleast 14 since the Janssen COVID-19 by Johnson & Johnson/Janssen-Cilag was taken

e Atleast 14 days since the second dose of the Sputnik V vaccine by the National Centre of Epidemiology and
Microbiology of Russia was taken

e Atleast 14 days since the second dose of the CoronaVac vaccine by Sinovac Biotech was taken

e Atleast 14 days since the second dose of the Chinese COVID-19 vaccine by Sinopharm was taken

SinceJuly 19,2021, arrivalswho have been fully vaccinated with an NHS administered vaccine for more
than 14 days or are on a formally approved U.K.vaccine clinicaltrial, and who are returningto England
from an amber listcountry, have nolonger needed to quarantine.?3

The UK. Governmenthas modified the existing National Health Service (NHS) app (notthe NHS COVID-19
Track & Trace app)to enabletravelers to demonstrate their COVID-19 vaccination status.3* It will also allow
them to show COVID-19 tests results. Work is under way to ensurethe app can beinternationally
recognized.

By the end of September 2021, using a vaccine passport will be mandatory to access certain hospitality
services, ensuringthatonlyfully-vaccinated people access nightclubsand other venues where large
crowds gather. It's likely that patrons willneed to usethe NHS app.

From August 2, travelers from amber-list countries, who are fully-vaccinated with a vaccine approved by
the US Food and Drug Administration or the European Medicines Agency, may enter England without
havingto quarantine or take a test on day eight of their stay. Butthey will still have to take a pre-departure
test beforearrivaland a PCRteston day two of their stayin the U.K. This effectively eases travel restrictions
on travelers from the European Union (except France) and the U.S.

Latin America
Barbados

From May8,2021, vaccinatedtravelers have been able to substantially reduce their period of quarantine
afterarrivalin Barbados.®> All arrivals must currently submita negative resultfrom a PCR testtaken no
earlierthan 72 hours before departure, spend seven or eight nights in a government-approved quarantine
facility andtake a PCR test five days after arrival.

In future, vaccinated travelers will be able to take a PCR test on arrival and then quarantine for justone or
two days while awaiting a negative test result. Travelers are considered to have been vaccinated after
receivingthefull courses recommended for the AstraZeneca, Johnson & Johnson, Moderna and Pfizer
vaccines morethantwo weeks prior to travel. Vaccinated travelers mustalso showthey have notvisited a
“country of special consideration” within the 21 days prior to travel.

Belize

Belize now accepts atraveler’'s COVID 19 immunization.3¢ Passengers must have completed a full
vaccination process two weeks or more before travel and must bring a copy of their vaccination document.

Guatemala

Proof of vaccination completed at leasttwo weeks before arrival has joined a negative COVID-19 test
within 72 hoursofarrival or recovery from COVID-19 withinthree monthsofarrival as a condition for entry
in Guatemala.®’

Sincetheend of May 2021, fully-vaccinated visitors fromthe US have no longer been requiredto take a
COVID-19 teston arrivalin Puerto Rico.®® Unvaccinated travelers frominternational markets are now
offered an antigen teston arrival, removingthe need to quarantine.

St. Lucia

Sincethestartof June2021,the governmentof St. Lucia has allowed more freedom to vaccinated visitors.
Onceableto prove they've been fullyvaccinated, visitors can now hire cars, dineatmorelocal restaurants
andtake partin moreleisure activities.3? And vaccinated returning St Lucian nationals nolonger haveto
quarantineon arrival.

Irrespective of vaccination status, all arrivals must continue to provide a negative resultfrom a PCR test
taken nomorethan five days beforearrival.

Middle East

Bahrain

Travelers arriving from countries thatare noton Bahrain's red listare exempted from a 10 day quarantine
and PCRtestingif they're vaccinated, presenting a vaccination certificate proved by authorities in Bahrain
orissued by a countrywith areciprocal recognition agreementwith Bahrain.* Quarantine alone may be
avoided by vaccinated travelers holding certificate issued by the US, UK, EU member state, Canada,
Australia, New Zealand, South Korea, Japan or Singapore. These travelers muststill provide a negative PCR
test resultto enter Bahrain.

Israel

From May 2021, Israel allowed limited entry by groups of vaccinated tourists.*! All foreign visitors must still
presenta negative PCR testresult before boardingtheir flightto Israel. And on arrival, they mustalso take
a serologicaltestto prove they have been vaccinated. This secondtest willnotbe required oncelsrael
secures governmentagreements on vaccine certificate validation.%? At a later date, individual travelers who
have been vaccinated will also be allowedto visit Israel.

Kuwait

SinceJune 27, onlyfully-vaccinated people have been able to enter restaurants and cafes, health clubs and
large commercial spaces. From September 1, as Kuwait allows more activities to resume, only fully-
vaccinated people will be able to accessthem.*3 From August 1, unvaccinated citizens will only be allowed
in to pharmacies, consumer cooperative societies and food and catering outlets.

From August 1, non-citizens may enter Kuwaitif they have been fully-vaccinated with COVID-19 vaccines
approved by the Gulf state.** Travelers mustsstill take a PCR test before departure and another during
seven days of home quarantine. Also from August 1, only citizens who have been fully-vaccinated may
leave Kuwait.

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Lebanon

Arriving passengers who can prove they have been fully vaccinated against COVID-19 atleast two weeks
before departure, orwho have had and have recovered from COVID-19 within 90 days prior to travel are
exemptfrom PCRtestand hotel quarantine requirements.*°

Qatar

In mid-July2021, Qatarreopened its borders to travelers who have been fully vaccinated against COVID-
19 with avaccine approved by Qatar’s Ministry of Public Health.#¢ While vaccinated travelers no longer
need to quarantine upon arrival, all visitors must still provide a negative resultfrom a PCR test conducted
notmorethan 72 hours before departure. Travelers mustalso apply for authorizationto enter Qatar atleast
12 hours before departure (optional for Qatari citizensand residents),*” uploading vaccination certificates
and COVID-19 testresults and confirmation of a hotel booking to the £hterazwebsite.8

Turkey

Internationaltravelers visiting Turkey will not be required to presenta vaccination certificate, butthey still
need anegative resultfrom a PCR test.#?

North America

Bahamas

EffectiveMay 1,2021, visitors travelling to The Bahamas from other countries, who are fully vaccinated
and have passedthe two-week immunity period, are exemptfrom COVID-19testing requirements for
entryandinter-islandtravel.>°

Canada

From August9,2021, Canada will reopen its borders to fully-vaccinated travelers arriving fromthe U.S.
This will be extended to travelers arriving from all countries from September 7. Visitors, whoare at least
two weeks beyondtheir final vaccine dose, may travel to Canada without quarantine. They will still need to
presentaquarantine plan,justin caseit's needed. Andvaccinated travelers must still submittheir travel
informationto ArriveCAN and provide a negative COVID-19 testresult, butthey are now unlikely to be
tested again after arrival, unless randomly selected.

U.s.

Accordingto guidanceissued atthestartof April 2021 by the U.S. Centers for Disease Controland
Prevention (CDC), fullyvaccinated individuals can make domestic trips safely withoutthe need to
quarantine or take a COVID-19 test before departure, unlessrequired by their destination.>" They should
have been fullyvaccinated atleasttwo weeks before their trip.

The CDCremains cautious aboutinternational travel, regarding even fully-vaccinated travelers to be atrisk
of contractingand spreading COVID-19 variants. Guidance will remain in place forinbound international
travelersto presentanegative resultfrom a COVID-19 testtaken notmorethan 72 hours before departure,
even if fullyvaccinated. However, anyone departing fromthe U.S. no longer needs to take a pre-departure
test, unless thisis required by the destination country.
