Order of Service, Rite One (p. 41). This order of service, known as the “Bugenhagen Order,” grew out
of the Lutheran Reformation. It was provided for use in the churches of Denmark and Norway in 1537 by
Johannes Bugenhagen, Martin Luther’s pastor. Minor revisions were made to this service in 1685 and 1889
before it was translated into English for The Lutheran Hymnary (1913). The service printed here comes
directly from the Evangelical Lutheran Hymnary (1996).

Romans 13:1-8 Everyone must submit to the governing authorities. For no
authority exists except by God, and the authorities that do exist have been established
by God. Therefore the one who rebels against the authority is opposing God’s
institution, and those who oppose will bring judgment on themselves. For rulers are
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not a terror to good conduct, but to evil. Would you like to have no fear of the one in
authority? Do what is good, and you will receive praise from him, because he is God’s
servant for your benefit.
